This weekend, the Catholic Church throughout the world
and the majority of all Christiandom, enters into the most
significant days of the entire liturgical year: HOLY WEEK. Of
course, given the current pandemic, our participation will be
via the internet or on EWTN.

On PASSION or PALM SUNDAY, we offer a joyous dem-
onstration of our loyalty to Christ our King. The Mass, how-
ever, with its solemn reading of the Passion, is under the
shadow of the cross. “Hosanna to the Son of David!” is thus
followed very soon by the cry, “Crucify Him!” In many Chris-
tian lives, too, the recognition of Christ, by attendance at
Mass and living His eternal truths through His Bride, the
Church, is contradicted by sinful acts which nail Him once
more to the cross. This weekend is the time to sincerely
renew once again our loyalty to Jesus Christ. The blessed
palms will be made available at a later date for your use at
home.

Normally on Tuesday, many throughout the Archdiocese
would gather at the Cathedral to celebrate the CHRISM
MASS. At this Mass, the holy oils to be used throughout the
year in the celebration of the Sacraments are blessed and
distributed to all parishes. At this Mass, the priests of the
Archdiocese renew our ordination promises. It is a beautiful
symbol of our unity and oneness with the larger Church, rep-
resented by the Archbishop.

On Thursday, the Catholic Church throughout the world
begins the SACRED TRIDUUM. The days of HOLY THURS-
DAY, GOOD FRIDAY, and the EASTER VIGIL are the holiest
and most profound days of the Christian soul.

HOLY THURSDAY solemnly inaugurates the “Triduum
during which the Lord died, was buried and rose again.” On
this day our Lord instituted the Holy Eucharist; at the Last
Supper He prepared the Sacrifice Meal that would through
the ages unite His members in Himself. We are gathered
with the Apostles, to receive from Jesus the great gift of His
own Flesh and Blood. Through the ministry of the priest-
hood, Christ remains present at every Mass. We solemnly
commemorate the institution of the Sacrament of Holy Or-
ders as well. On this night, Christ's example of humble ser-
vice is also brought to our minds through the Holy Gospel.
Following the Mass, the Holy Eucharist would be borne
throughout the church to the Altar of Repose for private ado-
ration and prayer until 10:00 p.m.

In the garden, Christ asked, “Could you not wait one
hour with Me?” On this night, let us join spiritually with Him
in prayer!

GOOD FRIDAY solemnly commemorates Jesus Christ’s
sacrifice FOR US! We listen once more to the story of His
Passion according to St. John, and then venerate the instru-
ment of our salvation, His Cross. We pray for the needs of
the world and finally would receive our Lord in Holy Com-
munion. Following the Liturgy, until the Easter Vigil, Chris-
tians experience something of the great void felt by the

Apostles after the death of the Lord. The church is locked,
the Blessed Sacrament is removed. We enter into the tomb
of our Savior. Sounds very familiar this year!

We normally would gather in darkness on the night of
the EASTER VIGIL to celebrate the Passover of the Lord! The
light of Christ dispels the darkness of sin in our world and in
our hearts as we welcome the newest members of the
Church through Baptism and Profession of Faith. We renew
our own baptismal vows and join in celebration of the Resur-
rection.

As your pastor, | invite you all to join via internet or
EWTN in the observance and celebration of the SACRED
TRIDUUM! These days take priority in our lives; we leave the
clocks and watches behind and touch eternity. Let us join in
solemn prayer and keep vigil; for the Passover of the Lord is

at hand! God bless you all!
