+Dear Friends,

It’s hard to believe but this weekend we celebrate Gaudete
Sunday, the Third Sunday of Advent. “Time flies when you're
having fun.” Coming from the Latin for “rejoice”, today the
rose candle of our Advent wreath is lit. The blending of the
penitential violet and the white of Christmas gives us cause
to rejoice that the glory of Christmas draws near!

Last week, the Letter of St. Peter reminded us to conduct
ourselves in holiness and devotion as we await the coming
of our Lord Jesus. This week, the prophet Isaiah tells us
what it means to be someone upon whom the Holy Spirit
comes to rest.

When each one of us was baptized and later confirmed, the
Holy Spirit came upon us, making us sons and daughters of
God. As we heard in today’s first reading, let us pray that we
will become more and more a people who bring “glad tid-
ings” to others. Let us pray to be a people of Advent hope
and joy rather than one from whom others turn away be-
cause our demeanor and countenance says anything but
joy.

On this Gaudete Sunday, let us pray for one another. In a
world torn apart by Covid, closures, abuse, lay-offs and all
the other evils mankind must somehow survive, let us pray
that each of us draws closer to our Eucharistic Christ. It is
only through, with and in Jesus in the Holy Eucharist that we
will ever know peace, not only for ourselves but for our world
as well. Sometimes it's not always easy to remain hope-
filled. Our fears, anxieties, and own lack of confidence in
Jesus’ Presence can make it almost impossible to remain in
Advent hope. That's where we can help one another. Every
day, pray for others. Offer your own doubts and fears that
another may know Jesus and His Presence. You may never
know who this other person was or is that your prayers have
helped. It is enough to know that they have helped!
